Evaluation form to assess the effectiveness of a video magnifier
Suggestions on how to use this assessment form

The purpose of this assessment form is to help document and evaluate observations gathered during the demo and trial process when a video magnifier is tested in the classroom.  

The form offers various areas for evaluation. Some aspects might not be applicable in an individual assessment situation. Each category leaves room to add observation criteria. 

We recommend following these steps:

Step 1:  Set your priorities

Prioritize the goals you intend your student to achieve through the usage of a video magnifier. We have made good experiences with prioritizing in categories (very important – important – not important), but ranking the goals through numbering might allow a more detailed assessment. 

Step 2: Assess the situation before the demo

This column will document the student’s learning environment before the introduction of the video magnifier. We recommend using a number scale of 1 (low) to 5 (high) for all three evaluation columns. 

Additional observations can be documented in the fields below the chart.

Step 3: Assessment after the demonstration

This column should document the student’s reactions and abilities after the first exposure to the video magnifier. It can give a first impression whether the video magnifier meets the expectations set for the student in the priorities. 

Step 4: Assessment after the trial period

Document the student’s performance with the video magnifier after the trial period in this column. 

Step 5: Compare

 A comparison of the situation before the demo and after the trial shows if the use of a video magnifier is making a difference for the student. The comparison of the assessments after the demo and after the trial will show the progress the student has made with the video magnifier during the trial period.

Step 6: Evaluate and recommend

A thorough evaluation of the observations and comparisons will provide a well based recommendation whether the video magnifier makes a positive difference in a student’s access to information and/or performance. If the video magnifier is recommended, areas for more training can be determined as future vision goals for a more efficient use of the device.
